Environment/Location:
Trailer located in park with other residences situated within 50 feet on one side of the building. The trailer was unoccupied and in a state of repair - no furniture, no electricity, no plumbing.

Digital camera, digital recorders, EMF detectors, wireless video captured on VHS, polaroid
Report Details:
DESCRIPTION OF OCCURRENCES:

Summer 2005, the owner of the trailer was painting a room in the unit (then unoccupied). He was alone in the house. He felt a "jab" on his back from behind and turned around ready to fight, thinking maybe someone had broken in. There was nothing there. The owner described the feeling as like the end of a broomstick being poked into his back, but bigger. He said it was more than a light touch, but not forceful or violent. Keith could not find an explanation for the event, but said he chalked it up to "paint fumes."

Not long after that, the house was rented. No reports of any activity by the renters.

IN March 2006 the renters vacated the home and the owner hired his uncle to do some handywork. The owner returned to the home one day around 5:00 PM to find his uncle in some distress. The uncle asked the owner to look at his back, which he did. The owner said there might have been a very faint mark but it was not obvious and he could not say for sure if there was anything on his uncle's back.The uncle reported getting poked in the back in a similar manner to what the owner himself had experienced the previous summer. He did not make the connection until about a 1/2 hour later when he realized how similar the experiences were.

NO other occurrences have been reported.

THE INVESTIGATION:

We arrived at the site approximately 5:30 PM and unloaded the equipment. First we made a sweep of the entire house with the EMF detectors to get a baseline. WIth the power off, we got no readings whatsoever except for our TV/VCR, which was plugged into an extension cord fed in through the kitchen window.

Most of the activity reported occurred in the middle room, used as and referred to as the "Utility Room." We concentrated there first with still cameras and digital recorders, addressing any spirits directly with questions. We followed up with a similar Q&A in the master bedroom, Kitchen, and Living area. 

At approximately 6 PM we set up the recorders and EMF in the Utility Room, locked up the trailer, and went to fetch an outlet extender (needed additional plugs). When we returned, we did another sweep, then set up the wireless video camera in the Utility room pointing from the inside of the room outward toward the location where the activity was reported. We set the audio digital recorders and EMFs as well, then locked up again and left the premises. 

We returned about a half hour later and began breaking down the equipment.

We reviewed all the evidence and did not capture any evidence of paranormal activity. However, followup with the owner revealed that another handyman had experienced something the day before our investigation, so we made a note to come back at night when we felt it would be easier to capture evidence. The owner provided contact information for the handyman, who was his wife's brother-in-law. The owner also suggested that we pretend to be doing renovation during our follow-up investigation, since all three incidents occurred while someone was doing repair/remodeling.

FOLLOW-UP VISIT 04-22-06:

After reporting preliminary findins to the client, we were informed that another incident had taken place. At the owner's suggestion we left a message with person who had the experience (the client's wife's brother-in-law), but were not ever able to make contact.

We arrived at the site in the evening, around 9:00 PM. The electricity was again turned off, and this time we were unable to hook up our camera and recording device because the extension cord plugged in at the neighbor's house had come unplugged and we felt it would be invasive to search that close to their trailer trying to find a plug.

We set up in the room where all activity had occurred, using audio recording devices and used EMF detectors and cameras (polaroid and digital). The conditions were not ideal for an investigation of this kind. There was a lot of noise coming from outside - people talking, cars, birds, etc - which made it difficult to get any pure recordings.

After doing some audio recording, both scripted and random, Sean Campbell got up and attempted to recreate the situation of two of the three occurrences (rennovation). Sean found the leg of a table or chair and began hammering on a piece of plywood. It should be noted that the owner suggested we do this. Sean continued for approximately 15 minutes but no activity was recorded.

Upon reviewing all evidence, which included digital pictures, polaroids, and electronic voice phenomenon recordings (EVP), we concluded that we did not obtain any evidence of paranormal activity.

Though there was no physical evidence captured, the fact that three separate people experienced three very similar events in the same room is compelling in that the story has some corroboration.
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
