	TOUR/RECAP & BASELINE (EQUIPMENT SETUP)

	Beth toured the house for a recap while Sean began setting up equipment. Owner pointed out new events since last investigation in November ’08: Baseline EMF was recorded, no excessive readings found. When Beth was with the owner in the kitchen near the stove, the EMF meter (KII) did go off in an inconsistent and not easily repeated manner. The cause is unknown, but it should be noted that it seemed somewhat responsive to discussion about the client’s grandmother.


	EVP SESSION LIVING ROOM (Beth and Sean Campbell)

	DETAILS

	Reports from this room include: mouse going missing; pillow being touched; TV going out; earlier in 2008, TV going to same channel by itself; voice saying “Nick”; 

Beth and Sean set up in the Living room with lights out. We had the KII meter, gaussmeter, digital emf, two voice recorders, and the Samsung camcorder as backup to catch any KII activity. We engaged in a standard EVP session with little results. The KII did light up a couple of times but not consistently and for most of the session, it remained at one bar (essentially, low EMF). Toward the end, however, Beth asked the question several times: “Do you want us to go out to the breezeway?” and the KII seemed to light up consistently to 2 bars each time the question was asked. No other evidence was captured to corroborate but it was odd that for the entire EVP Session we got barely a blip, then consistently the same question was followed by a definite spike in the KII multiple times.
The handicam was running in the adjacent kitchen at the same time, pointed toward the cupboards (away from the living room). Nothing anomalous was captured on that device during our EVP session in the living room.

	KII went to 2 bars on several occasions near the end of the EVP session, in response to the same question repeated: “Do you want us to go to the breezeway?”


	EVP SESSION BREEZEWAY/PORCH (Beth and Sean Campbell)

	DETAILS

	Reports from this area include: lightsaber with dead battery coming on when question was asked; squeak/pressure in doorway as if someone were standing there and had adjusted themselves; Noise prompting her to go to breezeway (discovered dog had gotten out); From earlier in 2008: radio going on by iself; window falling out of opening; banging on front door.
Beth and Sean set up in the breezeway. Equipment included 2 digitial recorders, Samsung handicam, IR camera (VCR), gaussmeter, digital EMF meter, and KII. The Sony Handicam was still set up in the kitchen inside. We conducted standard EVP session with nothing caught on video or audio from equipment in the breezeway.

However, many unexplained sounds were caught on the Sony Handicam inside in the kitchen during this time (see timeline spreadsheet). These include strange sound similar to dog kibble in metal bowl (dog was outside at this time, and we got no sound on our audio set up in the breezeway); We also got numerous faint banging/tapping noises which may have been sounds from outside but difficult to pinpoint. There was also a sound similar to the ‘humming’ described by the client’s son; There was also a moderately loud bang caught during this time. None of these sounds were captured (or noticed) by the investigators on the breezeway. nb

	EVP SESSION OWNER’S BEDROOM (Beth and Sean Campbell)

	DETAILS

	Reports from this room include hearing sounds when the fan is on.

Beth and Sean went into the owner’s bedroom and sat at the foot of the bed. We brought the gaussmeter, KII, digital EMF, digital recorders, and Samsung handicam. We put one of the recorders on the pillow, turned on the fan, and began an EVP session.
About 10 minutes into the session, we heard a loud bang that seemed to come from the living room or kitchen area. It was similar to the sound of a cupboard banging. We responded to this on audio and asked whatever made the sound to repeat it. The sound was also captured on the audio of the Sony Handicam which was still taping in the kitchen.

At one point we turned off the fan and continued the investigation. No other evidence was captured on the equipment used in the bedroom during this session.

	FRANK’S BOX SESSION LIVING ROOM (Beth and Sean Campbell, owner, owner’s friend)

	DETAILS

	Beth and Sean started the modified transistor radio (“Frank’s Box”) and began EVP session. Using digital audio recorders placed near the speaker, the radio scrolled all frequencies. No anomalies were heard, and the Owner returned to the house during this session, so it was ended.

	EVP SESSION LIVING ROOM (Beth and Sean Campbell, owner, owner’s friend)

	DETAILS

	Equipment used: Digiblue camera set up in threshold between living room and kitchen; two digital audio recorders; camcorder; gaussmeter; KII meter, digital EMF detector; CellSensor EMF meter; 
Present: Sean, Beth, the Owner, and her friend/neighbor.

For this EVP session we had the owner conduct the questionnaire while we coached and observed. We placed the KII and Gaussmeter on the floor in the same spot where we had placed them for the first EVP session with just Beth and Sean. Initially, Beth and the friend were on the couch near the owner, who was sitting on the floor near the KII.

There seemed to be no response for the first few questions, which was consistent with what we (Beth and Sean) had found in our earlier session. A few minutes into the questions, Beth and the friend decided to move away from the owner across the room to another couch. Sean remained on the other side of the room manually recording with the camcorder.

The owner asked several questions and the KII became more active at that point, seeming to light up to 2 bars or flashing higher in response to the questions. About 10 minutes into the investigation on the digital recorder audio, a high-pitched sound is heard, which seems inconsistent with the human voices in the room. It sounds like it is saying “No.” Just before the EVP, the client had asked the question, “Have you ever met me before?”
At 12:08 on Audio 5, there may be a sound just as the owner begins to speak. Undecipherable, but was not readily identifiable as anyone in the room and came in at the same time as the owner’s voice.

Neither of these sounds were captured on the digiblue camera.
The owner also read a poem written by her grandmother (one suspicion was that the entity in her home was her grandmother). Toward the end of the session, the owner urged the ‘spirit’ to bring all its love and make the KII spike to 3 bars, which it did several times (and did not go to 3 bars at all at any other time)

The digiblue camera did capture several particles, including a large faint blob that occurred about 4 minutes into the recording, probably dust or a flashlight glare. At 07:36 into the recording, a light flashes from upper right quadrant to lower left. Again, probably dust but worth noting as it is anomalous.

While it is impossible to conclude anything based solely on the KII fluctuations, it is the opinion of Campbell Paranormal Investigations that the frequency of responses to the owners questions went beyond what would be considered coincidence. Additionally, the KII barely fluctuated in the earlier session with just Beth and Sean even though it was in the same exact spot. We did double-check the area under where the KII was set up (in the basement) and found no fluctuating EMF readings at that location.
The owner asked questions regarding the identity of the entity and some of the responses seemed to lean toward it being her grandmother.

	EVP SESSION BREEZEWAY/PORCH (Beth and Sean Campbell, owner, owner’s friend)

	DETAILS

	Equipment used same as above except instead of digiblue, the IR camera was set up. Owner and her friend accompanied Beth & Sean. Toward the end, a Frank’s Box session was conducted.

	Sony Handicam set up in Kitchen

	DETAILS

	The Sony Handicam was set up in the kitchen on the table pointed toward the lower kitchen doors. During this time, Beth and Sean went from the living room to the breezeway to the bedroom and conducted their EVP sessions.

At various times in the handicam recording, several sounds are heard. The one sound we would equate to dry dog kibble in a metal bowl, as if a dog were eating and pushing the bowl around, causing the kibble to jiggle against the sides. We intend to investigate location of heating vents in the kitchen, although at one point the furnace kicks off and the sound continues. There are also periodic vibratory sounds that seem like something blowing against the camera microphone, so we intend to double-check when we go back for the reveal.
There are also several instances of light tapping, could be something outside. At 28:03 in the recording two sounds are heard that sound like singing or humming. 

There was also a sound caught which sounded like a rolled up newspaper being swatted against a hard surface. None of these sounds were captured on the audio being used in other rooms.

The Handicam audio caught the bang heard when we were investigating in the bedroom (to which we responded). Nothing was caught for this or at any other time on the video.
FOLLOW UP: After the reveal, the owner pointed out a bottle sitting on the stove in the kitchen, with a cap hanging from the neck. When the bottle was jiggled, the cap’s metal frame rubbed against the glass neck, and made exactly the sound that we heard on the handicam. We tried to recreate the sound but it would take a significant movement to get any sound. During our tests, the heat came on and off several time and had no effect. We did turn on the overhead fan and got the sound to occur a few times very slightly, but the fan was not on during the investigation. If the “kibble” sound we heard was this bottle, we could find no way to explain it vibrating enough to make a sound.

We could find no other source for the sound in the kitchen.

We let the client and her son listen to the 2-note humming we caught on the handicam audio. The son, who had heard this hum repeatedly prior to the investigation, said the EVP was exactly what he had heard and reacted quite intensely when he heard the recording.

	SUMMARY AND CONCLUSION

	DETAILS

	Several things intrigue us. First, all of the noises caught on the Samsung camcorder in the kitchen, including what sounds like a hum (which owner reported her son heard). Fly swat sound, bang that we heard in the bedroom, tapping, etc.

Second, the reaction of the KII seemingly in response to the owner’s questions. There was no household reading that would explain the flux. The KII had been virtually unresponsive in the initial Living Room EVP session with just Beth and Sean even though it was placed in the exact location as the subsequent session. The KII was unresponsive when Beth and the friend were sitting near the owner. But when we left, the KII started lighting up in more than coincidental manner in relation to the questions being asked. We also know that on a subsequent investigation with another paranormal group, the client was sitting in the same spot with the KII in the same spot on the floor, and no activity was recorded. This would seem to rule out any flux caused by a household source – way too unpredictable and inconsistent.
Third, the voice seeming to say “No” in response to the client’s question.

Sean prefers to call these events unexplainable. Beth is of the opinion that something harmless but intelligent is occupying the house with the owner and her sons.

Follow up: 

The owner reported that several days after the investigation, a couple of strange things happened. The owner had read a poem during her EVP session and after the investigation, she folded it back up and put down in the basement in a secure location. A day or two later, she got into her car and her son asked her why she tore a page out of a book. He had gotten into the car a few moments earlier and found ¼ of the poem sheet sitting on the driver’s car seat.

One day soon after the investigation, the owner took off her earrings and put into her coat pocket. In the wee hours of the morning, she was relaxing on one of her living room couches while her son was sleeping on the other. At one point she saw a flash go across the room and heard something drop on the floor. It was one of the earrings. She investigated to try and determine how it could have gotten out of her pocket and become airborne but could find no logical explanation.

The owner was awake during this event.
