	TOUR/RECAP & BASELINE (EQUIPMENT SETUP)

	Beth and Sean visited the residence earlier in the day to get a more detailed tour of the home. For the main investigation, the owners first took the other investigators room by room for a recap. Beth and Sean worked to set up static cameras. The basement area was fairly large, so we had two cameras set up. Digital Blue 1 was set up pointing to the corner where the furnace door was. Owner had reported shadows in that area. Digital Blue 2 was set up pointing toward the Laundry Room doorway and the rocker. The owner had reported numerous events in or emanating from that area.
On the main floor, the Sony Handicam was set up at one end of the hallway pointing toward the master bedroom doorway. Events had been reported in the Master bedroom and also the hallway.

The Samsung was set up pointing into the Living Room.


	ROTATION 1: BASEMENT (Beth, Becky, Alana)


	DETAILS

	Equipment used: Two digital recorders (CPI’s and Becky’s), digital thermometer, KII, Flashlights. 

Beth, Becky, and Alana went down to the basement, where the majority of activity has been recorded. There were two couches in the center of the room, so we sat on those for the EVP session. All three investigators asked a variety of questions during the one-hour session.
Right from the onset of the investigation, Becky reported hearing a woman screaming. She said it sounded as if it was coming from behind her, from the corner between the top of the stairway and the refrigerator. At one point she walked over there but said it didn’t get louder when she did. Neither Alana nor Beth heard the screaming.
Becky also saw a shadow at the bottom of the stairwell that eventually moved upward. Later, she saw a head shadow on the wall behind Beth (would be near where the clothing racks were, toward the laundry room door).

Though the ambient temperature in the basement was in the mid-50’s Farenheit, Becky at one point felt excessively cold and sensed someone near her (she thought it was a man). The temperature on or near her did not register as significantly colder than anyone else.

Towards the beginning of the EVP session, we placed the KII on the floor between all of us. It hovered at 2 bars occasionally flashing to 3 but did not significantly increase. 

About 30 minutes into the session, the Digital Blue 1 batteries ran out. While Beth was replacing them, Becky did continue with her EVP. She attempted to address the house ghosts and asked them to leave the children alone. Not long after that, after Beth had replaced the batteries and resumed her seat on the couch, Becky reported not hearing the woman screaming any more.

No evidence was captured on either of the Digital Blue cameras. Evidence was reviewed by four investigators, no audio or video evidence was found.

	ROTATION 1: UPSTAIRS (Sean, Bob, client & client’s father)


	DETAILS

	Investigation started with Bob & Sean conducting evp session in bedroom where it was reported that a crucifix fell off the wall.  Equipment carried included voice recorders and digital cameras.  Though there were no obvious events, Bob felt that he saw movement through the blinds outside. However, splitting the blinds revealed nothing out of the ordinary.

The next phase involved an evp session in the living room where sparklers were witnessed erupting from the floor.  The Samsung video recorder was shooting into the living room, at the fireplace during the evp session.  It should be noted that, though there was some indication of untagged throat clearing and/or light coughing, we realized as we exited the session that the client and his father were sitting quietly upstairs in the kitchen/dining area and the evp sounds should be attributed to them. 

Bob & I then invited the client and his father out into the breezeway where there were reports of large shadows and the top of a woodstove slamming up & down.  I invited the client and his father to join in on the evp session, asking questions important to them.  An investigation of the woodstove top indicated it was securely in place and we were unable to debunk based on a breeze, door activity, etc. and the client indicated that there was no one around at the time of the tabletop slamming, so there is no explanation of the event as they described it.  There was no evidence of paranormal activity captured

	ROTATION 2: BASEMENT (Sean, client)


	DETAILS

	During this phase, one DigiBlue was running aimed into the laundry room, the other was set up to observe the wall that has reported shadows moving across.  The Samsung camcorder was set up in the closet where there are reports of activity after people retrieve items (i.e. costumes, etc.).  The gaussmeter was activated in passive mode and placed in the proximity of the laundry room door (with occasional baseline confirmations) and the digital recorder was carried by me until about ½ through session after which it was placed on an appliance in the laundry room.
The client engaged in free discussion as well as pointed questions during the session, with no anomalous events recorded.  It should be noted that the client appeared to see unusual events during the session; he was able to identify natural explanations for them.  For example, he thought he saw the light in the fish tank go out, as if a shadow passed over it, but then assessed that that the light is oriented in such a way as to allow a fish to pass by line-of-sight. 

Towards the end of the session (~10:15pm), with Beth in the session, we heard a loud beeping in the laundry room…Clearly electronic.  I was able to establish that the sound is identical to the sound made by the digital recorder when the volume button is pressed when at max volume…In essence a “Maxed Out” indicator.  No images were picked up in the laundry room for that timeframe.

Becky sensed the name “Lupe” which was also the name of several of the client’s relatives.

At one point the client thought he saw a light in the laundry room but it turned out to be car headlight reflections. The investigators and the client asked numerous questions. Both Becky and the client agreed that the atmosphere was ‘calm’ and they sensed nothing there.

	ROTATION 3: UPSTAIRS (Sean, Alana, client’s father)

 

	DETAILS

	This evp session began in the bedroom where the crucifix was reported to have dropped off the wall.  We used digital recorders, digital cameras and the Handycam was filming the crucifix.
Alana started with standard questions, later we asked the client’s father to ask questions in Spanish.  None of my equipment, nor the Handycam, picked up any anomalies

The next phase of the rotation involved us going back into the living room.  Standard evp session with gaussmeter running in the background; there was no evidence of paranormal activity in this session.

	GENERAL OBSERVATIONS & POSSIBLE EXPLANATIONS TO EVENTS
These items are meant to provide alternative explanations for some of the events reported. Unless noted as a confirmed “debunk,” they do not imply that the events experienced are NOT paranormal, only that there may be another cause that should be noted or investigated by the client.

	DETAILS

	Overall, we caught no physical evidence on audio or video. Becky did report several personal experiences and “sensed” a presence, which is detailed in Rotation 1.

We cannot at this point conclusively determine whether the house is haunted, and if so, what type of haunting resides there. Although Becky believes the presence is not harmful at all (simply curious), it should be noted that we caught no physical evidence to support a presence. This does not mean the house is not haunted, but only that we caught no evidence to support a haunting. The client did state that on past occasions, the “spirits” seemed to be quiet until visitors to the house had left.

Though there may be spiritual activity in the house, we would recommend the client and his family continue to investigate any occurrences (suggestions below). Additionally, we would reassure the client that we have no evidence to suggest that any presence has any harmful intent.
In the interest of investigating from a scientific perspective, we would offer the following points for the client and his family to consider when experiencing these events. They are not necessarily explanations for the events, merely things that the family should be aware of that could be possible causes or contributors to events.

UPSTAIRS

· There are mirrors and reflective surfaces in most rooms, which can cause light to bounce across the room.
· There are streetlights that appear to be on all night, as well as porch-lights at various neighbors’ houses. Even with curtains closed, activity outside could reflect inside as shadows.

· Dining room windows only have sheer curtains, not solid curtains. This allows a lot of outside light to enter.  Again, outside activity could present as shadows inside.

· In the TV room, when the curtains on the wall that the couch is up against are closed all the way, they are still not completely closed on the edges. The opaque curtains do not cover the window edges completely, while only the sheer curtains do. This could let in some light from outside even when the curtains are closed.

· Lights from passing cars are fully visible in the TV and dining rooms.

· TV is often on all night. If someone is dozing in and out of sleep on the couch in front of the TV, they could be confusing sights and sounds from the TV with real life, if they are half asleep. 

· One of the household members mentioned that he always hears and notes when the grandfather clock goes off at midnight, and says that this puts him on the alert to look out for unusual things, since he believes that they occur most often around midnight or after.  For some people, by mentally noting the time, they may become more susceptible (or “primed”) to perceiving normal things as paranormal at that time. 

· In the living room and bedroom there are various electronic devices that remain on all night that have green and red lights, some of them flashing. This can cause people to see blotches or streaks of light in their peripheral or direct vision. 

GARAGE

· There are two windows in the garage, which could have let in the light necessary to cast a large shadow from an animal or object in the garage. 

BASEMENT

· There are windows lining two walls of the basement, which are not street facing. The window coverings are not completely opaque, allowing light to enter throughout the night. This could explain shadows seen, as even a small animal or tree branches would cast a shadow into the basement. 

· There are a lot of large cobwebs in various areas within the basement, which are constantly in motion when air is coming out of the vents. This may account for the visual perception of an old woman whose hair was blowing in the wind. 

· There are also a lot of electronic devices that remain on all night, with green and red lights that remain on. This can cause people to see blotches or streaks of light in their peripheral or direct vision. 

· Beth noticed that there was a glare in her glasses, and possibly a difference in what she saw in her direct vs. peripheral vision, due to her glasses.  Several house occupants wear glasses, so this may account for some of their visuals, but the children do not wear glasses.  It should be noted also that this was mentioned to the client and he was very aware of this phenomenon, suggesting that he would probably know the difference between glasses reflection and a different visual experience.
· Regarding the reports of seeing faces in the basement, the client reported that he was not watching TV prior to this, therefore the faces were not afterimages from watching TV.  However, if he had been sitting alone in the dark in silence for several minutes at night, he may have unknowingly been in a half asleep state when this occurred. When people are half asleep, either when falling asleep or waking up, it is common to see and hear things that are not really there. Also, the client stated that when this occurred it was pitch-black, though we observed that due to the translucent window coverings, the basement never fully becomes pitch-black.  This discrepancy could be a matter of vision, or not being in a fully awake state. 

· Additionally, the nature of the knotty pine walls lends itself to ‘matrixing’ of face-like figures. One of the investigators even noticed in the video that her eyes had a tendency to “matrix” the knots into faces. Beth and Sean report another case they investigated where the owner reported seeing ‘faces’ in the dark while looking at the pine. 
· The client mentioned that there was in fact a renovation during the 1970’s, in the basement, where a fallen tree had caused damage. This is just an update to the “renovation” question in the case interview. 

REPORTS WE TRIED TO DEBUNK

1. Basement, is there high EMF? Fear Cage could explain a lot.
a. We found no consistently high EMF readings in the basement. Ruled out “fear cage” effect.
2. Knocking on front door (breezeway). Could wind cause knocking sound?\

a. Unable to recreate
3. Winged shadow in garage – disappeared into rafters. See if we can get up there and determine if there is a bird or bat. Could something have reflected off a light?
a. Nothing was found in the rafters (no nest, obvious signs of animal activity, etc). 

b. Alana noted that there would be some light coming into the garage from the window, possible that something outside caused a shadow inside?
4. Chair rocking on its own – could movement cause chair to rock, like someone walking overhead? How easy is it for chair to rock? Could this be caused by vibrations in conjunction with something in the house, like the heater turning on? Car or truck passing by? Do other objects in the room or basement vibrate or shift when the chair rocks?
a. The chair did rock fairly easily, but quickly slowed down when it was set in motion and released. The client reported that it did NOT slow down, rather it kept rocking strong.

b. Furnace turning on and walking around (upstairs and down) did not cause the chair to rock. Some cars did go by, no vibration noted.
5. Tapping on keyboard – what could possibly have caused it?
a. Unknown, although Beth notes that her keyboard occasionally will click several times and the screen saver goes away, revealing the desktop. This may be a normal PC phenomenon.
6. Basement doors opening and closing – how well do they latch? If not secured, would they open on their own? What about vacuum created when upstairs door is closed or opened?
a. Unable to debunk. Nothing caused the doors to move at all when we were there.
7. Shadows in basement…is there a lot of traffic that might cause shadows as cars go by? How many windows are in the basement, and where are they located? What is the lighting situation outside?
a. The windows are not covered with light-blocking curtains, and some light does come in. There are outside lights. Activity outside could produce internal shadows.

b. At one time, the client thought he saw a light in the laundry room. After a few moments, he realized it was car lights. If car lights can be seen in the laundry room, they could cause shadows elsewhere. It should be noted that Beth was in the basement at that time and did not hear a car, so the lights/shadows could be produced without obvious sign that there is traffic outside.

c. Recommend client try covering the windows with blackout fabric and see if the shadow activity still occurs as much.
8. Voices in basement – any ducts or other possible explanations for maybe hearing voices from upstairs or outside? Vents or laundry chute?
a. For reports of voices when people are upstairs, note that the investigators could clearly hear talking upstairs (also footsteps). At one point we even had to radio the other team because their voices were tainting our recordings.

b. When investigators were upstairs in the master bedroom, the voices from the basement were so loud that we basically had to discount those recordings. We could almost hear what they were saying in the basement.
9. Falling crucifixes in girls’ bedroom – where were they placed, and can we recreate via heat turning on, truck passing by, or other cause of vibration? Inspect the site where they hung.
a. Nails were well-planted and solid, also angled upward. The metal loop on the crucifix was solidly attached and small. It would have taken upward movement for the cross to fall onto the floor. No explanation.
10. Blackness in the laundry room – was the blackness seeping outside the doorway borders, or totally contained within?  Was he watching TV? Do things often happen when he is watching TV?  Possibility that some of what he experiences is after-images.
a. Unknown. This occurred during the day and client said the blackness/space was not expanding outside the doorway, appearing to be inside the laundry room. An vision glare from the TV would probably be less defined.
11. When client sees faces, is it immediately after turning off the TV? He said he watches TV with the lights off, does he then turn off TV into blackness and possibly seeing images? Maybe have him try this with TV on/off, then with just light on/off.
a. Unable to debunk, but something to consider.

12. Scratching reported on client and his daughter during the night on different occasions.

a. Nocturnal scratching is not an uncommon phenomenon and it is a fairly common sleep disorder. Causes of nocturnal scratching could include allergies or other skin conditions, and stress. It is also frequently reported by people experiencing scratches or ‘claw marks’ that they did not wake up or know that they were scratching themselves in their sleep.

b. We did counsel the client about the possibility, since both occurrences coincided with very stressful times for both him and his daughter.  We would assume at this time, unless evidence to the contrary could be produced, that a natural phenomenon is the likely cause of the scratch marks.
