The residence is one half of a side-by-side duplex with the client sharing a hall and basement stairs with her neighbor. It should be noted that the basement doors to both the client’s side and the neighbor’s side are kept unlocked and open, providing access to the others’ basement area.

The back yard is bordered on three sides by a fence that encircles the back and sides of the. There are thick trees and shrubs on parts of the fence and two houses in back (fairly close. On the front (street side) there are trees and houses directly across the street.
The weather was clear, no storms or rain.

The client and her 15 year old daughter live in a duplex (2 units attached side by side). Her neighbor is a single woman with a beagle. The units have separate entrance doors but both sides access a common stairway down to the basement. The basement areas are separated but the doors to either side are kept open, providing access for either tenant into the basement of the other tenant.

	REPORTED EVENTS - SUMMARY

	· Growling

· Random strong urine smell that would last 20-30 seconds

· Nightmares (client’s daughter) – dreamed of demons, being possessed and trying to kill her mother. The Client believes they may be prophetic dreams and stated that her daughter had experienced prophetic dreams in the past.
· Hearing someone running up and down the stairs in the middle of the night (being awakened by this noise).
· Hearing voices/conversation – sounded like foreign language, indecipherable.

· Woman screaming “GET OUT”

· Random drum sounds (the daughter had a set of drums in the basement, she and the mother believe the sounds they hear come from down there.
· Hearing major drum solo, like in “Wipe Out”

· Client being pushed from behind

· Daughter grabbed by neck

· Daughter grabbed on leg, leaving fingertip bruises

· Cold spots, particularly in daughter’s bedroom

· Dog acting differently – being fearful, sleeping to deeply and not waking easily.

· Light in basement going off/on by itself.
The client and her daughter had lived in the duplex for around a year before any events occurred. Just prior to the onset of events, there were several traumatic situations in their lives. The daughter had been diagnosed with some medical problems; a close relative with an addiction problem had relapsed; there were issues with the ex-husband (father of the client’s daughter); the daughter had gotten in trouble for missing school, which the client stated was due to her medical problems; and the client lost her job.

The client is a devout Christian and thought there might be demons in their home, particularly due to the physical events and the dreams. She had a clergyman come in and bless the house but that did not get rid of the reported paranormal activity.

	TOUR/RECAP & BASELINE (EQUIPMENT SETUP)

	Becky and Alana did baseline EMF and temperature while Sean set up the basement cameras and Beth talked with the client. The client mentioned that the house was very ‘active’ until a couple days ago when things quieted down. The daughter mentioned that on the morning of the investigation, a friend (who had spent the night) woke up and heard the drums playing.

Becky noted that there was mold in the basement. Beth did make the client aware and suggested it might be something she would want to investigate further. Mold exposure can cause a multitude of physical symptoms, including asthma, chronic sinus trouble, and even neurological symptoms.
Beth and Alana went outside with the audio recorder to check out sounds in the neighborhood. They also looked around to try and find a source for the reported smell of urine and the growling. They observed the following:

· The back yard is basically set up like an auditorium. Three sides are flanked by thick trees or houses in a circular formation with only the front of the house (street side) open. There are two houses in back of the client’s residence, fairly close. Across the street are two houses as well. We speculated that due to this setup, sound originating from the front side of the house could bounce off the trees or houses and its origin could be hard to pinpoint.
· There was an unneutered Beagle dog tied to the front of the house on the side of the duplex where the client’s neighbor lived (belongs to the client’s neighbor in the duplex). Beth observed the dog urinating twice in about a 5-minute timeframe. The first time was just in front of the neighbor’s bay window. The second time was in front of the client’s front window. This is possibly relevant in the context of reports of the smell of urine and growling reported by the client.
· At one point Alana and Beth both heard a radio. Initially it was a D.J. voice, then a song. Beth thought it originated from the house directly across the street. Alana thought it originated more to the left of the house. Should be noted in the context of reports that the client heard “Wipe Out” and drums on two occasions (possibly a radio?). Also should be noted as possible explanation for hearing voices/conversation from inside the house. And lastly, Alana noted that it was difficult to pinpoint the origin.
· Alana noted that when the team first arrived, the Maltese (friend’s dog) was growling. When we followed up with the client, she said that when she heard the growling, the maltese was not at the house.

· There is a lot of traffic sound. Even at one point a motorcycle was going by and it sounded like a growling. Big trucks have very bass-like sound

	SESSION 1: BASEMENT – BECKY, SEAN, ALANA
Start Time: 09:00

	DETAILS

	Becky, Alana, Sean investigated basement while Beth remained upstairs with the client and her friend. They first situated themselves on the opposite side from the drums. Sean set up the walkie-talkie and asked for any entities to turn it on/off to communicate. Becky also did the same with her flashlight. No anomalies were recorded.
At one point the KII flickered but it was attributed to the walkie-talkie, and a follow-up test confirmed this.
The team performed EVP, asking various questions. Becky asked ‘it’ to repeat her knocks as she demonstrated. No return knocks were recorded. Alana noted that when the furnace or some other machine kicked on, there were other clicking noises in the house at the same time.
At one point the team heard the neighbor walking overhead. Shortly after, Becky went upstairs to get a thermometer. It was noted that when people walk upstairs, the sound is very loud and booming and this is apparent on the recording. This could resonate through the house.

Becky and Alana hear noises that they attribute to ‘a little critter walking around.’

Becky tapped on air ducts and noted that it sounded identical to one of the drums. She wondered if there could be a small animal that made the sounds, mimicking a drum.

Just after 10 PM, the team was conducting EVP in the drum room and the KII meter went off full blast for a few seconds. No immediate cause could be found – however, it should be noted that when Sean clicked his walkie talkie to check and see if Beth had done anything upstairs, the KII went off again (both when he pressed the walkie button, and when he released). Since the seemingly random KII event just prior to this was not repeatable and no other evidence was captured, we can only call it anomalous at this time. It should be noted that the KII was near several electric devices (water heater, etc), so if any of those went on or off, it could explain the random flux.

There are occasions during the EVP where a deep bass is heard, but it does not sound like it comes from in that room (i.e., the drums). It is fainter, as if from outside or from a duct.

It should be noted that even in the basement, the recorder picks up traffic from outside, and certainly people from upstairs on both sides of the house.

At around 10:13 (13:39 on MASON-RECORDER2-5) the recorder picked up what sounded like a rhythmic sound, somewhat metallic but very regular as if something was hitting against something in a very deliberate way. Sean thought it might be the DigiBlue camera so he went to check. He later confirmed it was the camera indicating it was out of memory.
At around 10:15 (14:55 on MASON-RECORDER2-5) Becky and Alana heard something. Becky thought it sounded like a cat. Sean was not in the room at this time. It was not heard again and no source was identified.

SESSION 2: LIVING ROOM – BETH, CLIENT, CLIENT’S FRIEND

	DETAILS

	Beth did turn on some equipment while she and the clients were upstairs in the living room. The team was investigating in the basement. The living room session was not a formal investigation but we did have equipment ready just in case anything happened. At one point the client heard the drums but we confirmed it was the investigation team tapping on them during EVP.
At one point the client became worried because the dog was in a deep sleep and seemed to not wake up easily (very groggy). She stated that this wasn’t “normal” and was concerned that he wasn’t getting up. Beth did obtain a doggy treat and put it under his nose, he perked right up. CPI would not attribute this behavior to anything paranormal – if his fatigue was abnormal, it would be much more likely that it was attributed to something else, either environmental or the stress of his owners, or simply he was in a deep state of sleep.

	SESSION 3:  EVP in Living Room with Client
Start Time:

	DETAILS

	The entire team plus the client and her friend sat in the living room and performed EVP questions.

At one point Beth asked someone to go outside and see if there was something making noise, when Sean opened the door it got louder so she concluded it was something from outside. Later we also asked for the heat to be turned on to check activity when the blower is running (it had been off all night). Beth heard a faint, rhythmic thumping that she associated with the furnace.
There was also the sound of faint bells, but those were determined to be caused by wind chimes.

Midway into the investigation, the client went to pick up her daughter. Upon their return, the EVP resumed.

The client’s daughter saw a light in the window, above on the wall. No one else witnessed it. Shortly after, she said she heard a bass drum. Nothing was recorded on the audio recorder (11:46 PM) that was set up in the basement nearer to the drums.

About 5 minutes later, the daughter said she was hearing conversation, and also something “fiddling with the vent.” The friend heard the vent but not the conversation, and the client said she heard the conversation (male and female voice mumbling, unable to make out anything, and the client’s daughter said it was like a foreign language). None of the investigation team heard anything. Sean went outside to walk around and see if he heard anything out there. The daughter said she heard the conversation under her room in the basement. Becky went into the bedroom to see if she could hear anything, took a recorder with her (she did not pick up anything). The daughter was also feeling shivers, although no temperature fluctuation was recorded with the thermometer. 
Sean reported via the walkie-talkie that there was conversation outside, maybe kids, but unable to pinpoint. He could not place it at first but could definitely hear voices outside, especially when the wind kicked up (could be carrying from outside the immediate neighborhood). Later in walking around he was able to better pinpoint the voices coming from between two of the houses in the neighborhood, on the other side of some trees. The client stated that there was a neighborhood beyond the trees but there was a field between it and the immediate houses across her street. Sean noted that there must be really good acoustics because it sounded like it was coming from just beyond the trees behind the neighbors’ homes.
About 5 minutes after the conversation, the client’s daughter heard “boom-boom-boom.” No one else heard. Might be faint sound on recorder (MASON-RECORDER2-7 at 30:58) but very, very faint and not obvious as to origin. Could be from duct, pipe, somewhere in basement or other side of the house, could be from outside or even some distance away.

	SUMMARY AND CONCLUSION

	DETAILS

	The following anomalies were recorded:

· KII meter went off randomly (recorded)

· Sound of meowing (personal experience by team member, no audio)

· Client’s daughter heard bass (nothing on audio)

· Client’s daughter got shivers (no temp fluctuations recorded)

· Client’s daughter heard “boom-boom-boom” from the living room (nothing on audio)

Although little physical evidence was captured on audio or video and no personal experiences recorded by the team, that doesn’t mean conclusively that the house does not have a spiritual presence. Sometimes the ghosts just don’t cooperate!

As scientific investigators, our job at CPI is to try to gather evidence, but also to try and determine alternative, logical explanations for things reported as paranormal. The following are reports of paranormal activity for this case that we actively tried to debunk (i.e, find a reasonable alternative explanation). We were not there during the reported events, so it is up to our clients to determine if any of these alternate explanations are acceptable or not.

· Growling
· Could be the neighbor’s dog (beagle) growling at an animal, or at one of the dogs (like the maltese when he is present). Client does not think beagle can be heard when he is in house or when they are inside (when he is outside) and the growl she heard was not a beagle growl (more like a “wolf”).
· Strong smell of urine

· The neighbor’s dog (beagle) was witnessed urinating twice in front of house, once in front of neighbor’s bay window, once in front of owner’s window. This dog is not neutered. 
· The client mentioned that they had not smelled the urine in the year since they had moved in, so if it was neighbor dog then they would have smelled the marking in the previous summer, etc.  However, the friend’s maltese was recently introduced into the home (visiting) and dog chemistry can change upon the introduction of new dogs. Could go from “urinating” to “marking.” 
· We suggested also that for some people, state of mind (fear, events going on) can cause them to be ultra-sensitive to events that might not have registered in the past. I.e., they may not have noticed the smell a year ago.
· The client’s own dog also defecated and urinated in the basement (while we were on site). The smell could waft up through door, vent, etc even if nothing is blowing. 
· We wonder if the neighbor dog also has access to basement (doors are kept unlocked) and if has been marking down there as well as outside. Dogs (unneutered males especially) will often urinate or mark over the urine of another dog, and since we know that the client’s dog has urinated in the basement, the other dog (beagle) could be marking over it.

· The client stated that the smell she smelled was stronger, like nursing home. Un-altered dogs will “mark” (vs urinate) their territory, which is stronger smell. Client stated that she can tell the difference between marking, dog urine, and the smell she experienced, so we have no further explanation
· Nightmares – CPI’s stance on dreams in general is that they are psychological in nature (not prophetic, not paranormal visitation, etc). We suggest that the nightmares experienced by the client’s daughter are the result of stress in her life (illness, father, mom losing job, etc). While everyone’s dreams are unique, there are common symbols found in dreams that have been analyzed from a psychological perspective. 
· The archetype of “devil” or “demon” is can be associated with gratification or sexual desires that go against common sense or are considered “forbidden;” Also can mean feelings about religion in the context of “forbidden” activities (like sex or other base, “animal” acts), etc. 
· Dreaming of possession can mean a sense of helplessness.
· The Freudian interpretation of demon/devil: The monster [devil, demon] usually represents the parts of your urges and emotions you have repressed or do not feel in control of. These angers or urges may feel to us as if they’re strong enough to control us, so we represent them as an external force pushing us to some sort of evil.

· Someone running up and down the stairs. 
· Could be neighbor going up and down late at night – we suggested, maybe it was the neighbor doing laundry? The client said that her neighbor does laundry on different days and does in the morning. 
· We also suggest that in sleep state, things get exaggerated; also state of mind (fear) might contribute. 
· We advise the client to investigate if she hears this again to rule out neighbor or neighbor’s dog.

· Voices/conversation

· The client’s yard is flanked by trees and nearby houses, almost in a circular shape on 3 sides (similar to design of auditorium, which is specifically created for acoustics). 
· We did hear many conversations from neighbors, kids, and someone playing a radio (DJ, then music). Even with the doors and windows closed, this could come into the house, even seemingly from the rear of the house based on the acoustical setup of the yard. 
· During the investigation, the client and daughter stated they heard voices. Sean stepped outside and confirmed there were human voices heard outside, unable to pinpoint origin.
· Woman screaming GET OUT (both client and her daughter heard this). We have no explanation. The client stated that her duplex neighbor was not home at this time.
· Bass drum, random drum sounds – could be explained by the following

· Car bass (the client’s friend stated during the interview that when she heard the bass for the first time, she wasn’t sure if it was the drum or a car).

· Vibration in the house – washer, furnace, movement in client’s side, movement in neighbor’s side, vacuum in basement from airflow.

· Note also that on recorder, some vehicles going by make very bass-like sound.
· Becky did some tapping tests on ducts and pipes in the basement and noted that some sounded exactly identical to the drum. At one point during the investigation, the client heard drums but we confirmed it was Becky running her tests. So it is easy to misinterpret those duct sounds, especially if the client and her daughter are in a heightened sense of awareness and sensitivity.
· “Wipe Out” drums (once at 11:30 PM, another time mid-afternoon)
· The client stated that on one of the 2 occasions where a drum solo was being played, they were in a car and came toward the house. The drums got softer as they approached and quit playing when they got to the house. We offer that it could have been a neighbor playing drums, a TV, radio. Due to the acoustical nature of the yard, it could even have originated on the other side of the house, from behind them (across the street). When Alana and Beth were investigating outside before the start of the main investigation, they interpreted the origin of the stereo/radio from two different directions, so it is difficult to pinpoint where sound comes from.

· Being pushed from behind

· No explanation. Muscle spasm, panic attack, or spine disc spasm might be considered but the client said it was continual and ‘pushed’ even as she entered another room.

· Being grabbed on the neck

· No explanation other than possible cramp/spasm, but client’s daughter said it also “pulled” her down.

· Being touched/grabbed on the leg

· No explanation for this. We would suggest muscle cramps, but the clients stated that they saw bruises in the form of fingertips the next day.

· Cold spots
· The basement is 10-15 degrees colder than the main floor.

· No explanation for cold spots on the main floor. We recorded none at the time of the investigation so unable to identify and investigate.
· Dog acting different, being fearful, sleeping too deeply.
· Dogs react to the energy of their owners. There have been a lot of stressful events in the near past and he is undoubtedly picking up on this. If the owners are afraid, on edge, then the dog will react accordingly. 
· Also, if there is a lot of stress in the household, he may be on edge much more than usual, which is very draining to a dog. This could very likely be causing his fatigue.

· Light in basement going off/on by itself.

· Since the basement is shared with the duplex neighbor, there is always the possibility that she is turning the lights off. We did not find any obvious evidence of electrical problems in the house.
