	Report

	Reports at the Cemetery were vague, basically centering around “noises.” The team arrived at the cemetery at around 8 PM. Because this was an informal investigation and a rather large area, we did not perform a full baseline. We broke out the equipment and divided into two groups.  Beth, Becky, Elaine, and Ashley went to the north side of the cemetery while Sean, John, Kirk, and Jake went to the south side. Each team performed EVP and other investigative techniques for about 1 hour. 
The women traveled to different headstones and performed EVP work. Several of Becky’s relatives and relatives of her husband’s are buried in the cemetery, so we did visit those tombstones and Becky asked some specific questions trying to elicit a response. Overall, the women’s team experienced the following anomalies:

· The KII randomly and inexplicably went off a few times, but in retrospect we now believe that Beth’s Blackberry phone was causing spikes when it repeatedly tried to get new data (Beth was on call so had left her phone muted but on).

· Ashley reported at one point being touched on the neck. It should be noted that there were numerous mosquitoes, moths, and other insects present throughout the cemetery.

After about one hour, the teams regrouped at the vehicles to reload batteries and switch out groups. While there, we did record some one-offs/feedback of the group. The other team (men) did mention that Jake at one point thought he saw a mist.
Teams split again. One team – John, Elaine, and Ashley – went to the south side of the cemetery, while Sean, Beth, Becky, Jake, and Kirk went to the north side to try and find more of Becky’s relatives. Kirk documented this portion of the investigation with the Sony Handicam enhanced with a full-spectrum light. The team performed several EVP sessions during the 45-minute investigation period. At several points, the KII EMF meter went off randomly, as it had for the first half of the investigation. It appeared cyclical, going off in bursts followed by a quiet period, then starting up again. It was later, after we regrouped the second time, when John Gribble noted that their EMF did something similar and they were able to attribute it to the Blackberry trying to get new data.j
At one point, Beth and Kirk began smelling a very strong urine smell. It got worse and worse, and Sean pointed out that we were near farms and the wind had picked up. The other team reported the same: a sudden, overwhelming smell.

After about 30 minutes, Becky had to leave to take care of a grandchild. The remaining team members completed the investigation and regrouped at the vehicles with the other team. As we were packing up to leave, a motorcycle pulled up. The driver stated that there were some teens about who had broken out of a juvenile home and were wandering around. We gave him our card and drove out.

No confirmed evidence was caught during the investigation. Here are the anomalous situations reported:

· KII/EMF meters going off randomly – debunked (cell phones)

· Smell of urine – debunked (pastures)

· One inconclusive EVP where a whispered “what” is heard. Likely this is a team member, but unable to determine that 100%.

· Jake Ruhl reported seeing a mist. No video was caught, no spikes at that time.

The investigation went well and was notable in that there were five untrained investigators attending. Additionally, 10-year-old Jake Ruhl was on his first official investigation. Everyone did a great job and was very helpful in going over evidence.
