	TOUR/RECAP & BASELINE (EQUIPMENT SETUP)

	Beth set up the cameras as follows:
· Full spectrum in doorway of bedroom where activity was reported (main floor). Pointed inward to cover bed area. Full spectrum light was attached to camera.

· Digital blue night vision camera in living room pointed toward couch were activity was reported.

· Digital recorder in Living room

· Digital recorder in bedroom for EVP.

· Becky Ruhl also had her digital recorder.

The tour was fairly quick being a small house. Alana did an EMF baseline and did not note any anomalous readings.


	SESSION 1: EVP in Bedroom with Beth and Becky; Alana stayed in living room.


	DETAILS

	Beth and Becky went into the bedroom and performed EVP for about 45 minutes. No personal experiences were noted. Alana sat in the living room with the digital blue camera pointed at her. She did note some creaking from a cabinet in the corner but also noted that the client’s cat was rubbing against it.
The owner and her daughter were on the second floor. It should be noted that both the audio and video recordings picked up their voices from upstairs.

	SESSION 3: Client went into her bedroom to simulate going to bed; Alana, Beth, Becky, and the client’s daughter sat in the living room.
 

	DETAILS

	The client went into her bedroom and got into bed to read, as if she were going to sleep. The full spectrum camera was pointed at her, capturing most of the bed. At several points we can see the client look down as if noticing something by her legs but no movement was caught on camera. The client did eventually call and say she was feeling something on the bed. Becky went into the room and they talked for a while but no evidence was captured.

	SUMMARY AND CONCLUSION

	DETAILS

	No audio or video evidence was captured and no anomalous EMF or temperature readings were recorded. No one reported personal experiences other than the client.
One thing we are trying to reconcile is why activity would pick up now. The client and her daughter had reported sporadic, infrequent events over the years but suddenly things picked up about 2-3 weeks prior to the investigation. There was no renovation, no objects brought into the home. We have two theories, neither strong.

· The client’s grandson went overseas in the military recently. About 4 weeks prior to the investigation, they held a going-away party and someone took a photograph that had a strange mist. Because there was a bonfire in the vicinity, we must be skeptical but it did not look consistent with fire smoke. The client also revealed that her ex-husband (grandfather to the young man in the military) was also in the military and had committed suicide some years back (though in another state). One theory is that he is coming around to watch over the family.

· The client found a jar of holy water and a palm in the corner of a shelf about a month prior to the activity picking up. She threw it out but speculated it had been there since she bought the house. Becky theorized that perhaps the house had been blessed in the past and the holy water “kept the ghost at bay.” By throwing it out, it was free to pick up activity. As a “just in case,” we advised the client to have the house blessed again by a clergy.
Of course, there is always the possibility that the client is feeling something physiological (physical, like maybe Restless Leg Syndrome?). Something that makes her feel as if there is a presence on the bed but maybe it is on her person. Since she reported no medication changes and no other medical reasons for these sensations, we cannot conclude that this is the case (or, for that matter, rule it out).

In any case, we do not feel that the presence is harmful in any way. For whatever reason it has attached itself to the client’s room but does not appear to be dangerous. We have also advised the client to take back her house – to be firm in letting the entity know the rules and that she does not want it to make itself known.

Follow up: December, 2010

I talked with the client in November when she called us to report the activity was getting worse. Again, no one in the house experienced the bed activity (or any other activity). The client at that point theorized that maybe the “ghost” was trying to tell her to go to the doctor because she suspected she had sleep apnea but had not been treated. Several weeks later, she did visit the doctor, was indeed diagnosed with sleep apnea, and given a night-time treatment (oxygen, I think). Lo and behold, her bedtime spirit disappeared that very night.

Whether this was truly a spirit who no longer needed to get her attention, or symptoms brought about by her sleep apnea, we may never know. But she is sleeping better these days.
