Summary:

· Both Beth and Sean experienced random, audible and visual fluctuations in their respective Gaussmeters (Electromagnetic Frequency Detectors) in the doorway of the Pink Heart room (see below).

· Sean’s Gaussmeter picked up unexplainable but consistent variations at several spots in the house.

· Activity at the time of the investigation was approximately 2 out of 5 (“Low Activity”).

Sean Campbell’s Detailed Report:

A single-residence home was investigated on 6/30/04 between 7:30 and 8:30 pm.  The history of the house and experiences of the residents are included under separate cover (see Pre-Interview Report).  My interaction with the client led me to believe he was lucid & sincere when relating events occurring within the house.    

A rudimentary outline of the rooms was completed and an initial walk-through with a gauss meter was initiated to check for baseline E.M.F. readings.  During the initial walk-through there were several events that could be construed as “anomalous” considering the area involved and/or reaction of the meter.

· A small closet directly off the living room.  The closet is along a hallway that was reading as a flat line on the meter.  However when near the closet, the needle would waiver considerably; though never with a high enough reading to trigger the audio of the gauss meter.

· First bedroom of basement (N/NE corner of basement).  Upon entering the room the gauss meter “spiked” for approximately 1-2 seconds.  The spike was strong enough and sustained enough to activate the audio on the meter

· The “long” basement bedroom on West side.  Not unlike the closet previously mentioned, this bedroom, near the closet area, also has a continuous “waiver”

My second pass-through involved using the gauss meter to confirm previous baseline readings and a first generation monocular for infrared viewing. The wavering needle effect still showed up in the small closet and “long” basement bedroom, but there was no additional activity on my meter for the N/NE corner basement.  There was no anomaly detected via IR.  Random pictures were taken with both a digital and Polaroid® camera and another investigator had her own gauss meter.   Those results are under separate cover but will be addressed in whole or part in the Summary Report.

From my experience I would consider this a “low activity” area; but with the consideration of follow-up either via another visit or by leaving monitoring equipment for an extended time and examining the results.  The witnesses seem reliable, the photographs I’ve seen indicate some activity and the gauss meter reading indicate enough anomalies to warrant follow-up.  

Beth Campbell’s Detailed Report

While Sean conducted the initial walk-through and mapping, I interviewed the client. At all times, he appeared lucid and honest in his responses. The detailed interview is contained in another document.

After the interview, I accompanied Sean through the house and took random photographs of each room. Cameras used were a Polaroid instant and an HP Photosmart 315 digital on the low resolution with auto flash. I also took additional pictures in the three rooms the where the Client had indicated there had been the greatest frequency of activity: The guest bedroom, NW corner of the upstairs….the workshop in the basement, SE corner of the house…and the back bedroom, far NW corner of the basement.

I also followed Sean around to confirm his Guassmeter readings. My meter is an older analog model. At one point, Sean got a reading in the basement, north side, a pink bedroom with hearts on the wall (I’ll refer to this as the “Pink Heart” room). Sean asked me to snap some pictures as he moved on. Standing in the doorway, my gaussmeter went off for no apparent reason. I could not repeat the anomaly, though Sean stated that he also experienced random fluctuations in that same area.

I picked up no other visible or audible indications of paranormal activity during the walkthrough. No orbs or other unexplained phenomena are visible on the Polaroid shots, though I would like to inspect them more closely with a magnifying glass.

Of the 36 digital shots I took, 5 contained what appear to be orbs. Three of those shots were of the Pink Heart room. One orb was captured in the far bedroom (NW corner of the basement, referenced above as one of the three “hot” rooms). Another orb was captured in the living area just above the fireplace.

Though activity seemed to be low at the time of the investigation, the house was quiet (no guests) and there were no renovations currently in progress.

� Some consider spikes a result of mishandling or jarring the device.  Though jarring or moving the sensor too fast will cause needle movement, no amount of force or mishandling allows for an audio signal, let alone sustained audio.


� In both cases the area was investigated, within reason, for power sources such as breaker boxes, switches etc.  None were detected in the areas of note.
